GUIDELINES TO IMPORT PLANTS, PLANT PRODUCTS AND
PARTS THEREOF

STEPS TO IMPORT PLANT COMMODITY FOR PERSONAL USE

1. Register as a new user of eMIPR via online
http://biz.bruneimipr.gov.bn/eMIPR.

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2. For new type of plants or plant products
(high-risk), a Plant Pest Risk Analysis (PRA) is
required prior to approval of import permit.

LIST OF PLANTS, PLANT

PRODUCTS AND PARTS THEREOF

Fruits, vegetables, legumes, rhizomes, tubers,
spices, cereals, nuts, seeds, fruit seedlings, grass
turf, cut flowers, aquatic plants, ornamental plants
and growing medium.
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3. For CITES plants and plant products, a
CITES Certificate is required and must be
issued by Competent Authority of the
exporting country before import.
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4. Apply import permit via online at
http://biz.bruneimipr.gov.bn/eMIPR at least 4 weeks
prior to arrival of the commodities. ($7.00/permit)

PN NON-COMPLIANCE PN

<- For plants and plant products that are
imported without COMPLETE documents
and/or showing symptoms of plant pest and
diseases, the Biosecurity Division has the right
to confiscate and destroy without
compensation or return to the country of origin
at the importer’s own expense.

< Biosecurity Division can prohibit importation
of the plant commodity if it is necessary due to
public health/disease concerns.
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5. Upon arrival at the Control Post, present
original Import Permit, original plant
Phytosanitary Certificate, original Fumigation
Certificate (if applicable), list of approved
commodities, invoices and custom declaration
to Biosecurity Border Inspectors for document
and physical inspection.
